Becca Stevens is an Episcopal priest at St. Augustine's Chapel on the Vander-
bilt University Campus. She is the founder of Magdalene, a residential commu-
nity for women with a criminal history of prostitution and drug use. In 2000, 
Becca was named Nashvillian of the Year by Nashville scene and, in 2001, was 
recognized by the YWCA's Academy of Women Achievement.
